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One critical venue, however, would be the construction d “Olympic Stadium” that would
host the opening and closing ceremonies as well as the &ck-n-field competitions. In my
judgment, the best facility for this venue would be the proposed TCF Gopher Stadium.
Unfortunately, the current design of the proposed stadium would lack as an Olympic use.

The London 2012 Games will have an Olympic Stadium with a capacity of 80,000, a figure
that should considered for Gopher Football games alone. A new TCF Gopher Stadium
should not only include football and soccer venues, butalso track-n-field. The Twin Cities
would provide very good conditions for national and international competitions. Adding a
track-n-field component to TCF Gopher Stadium would aso bring the State High School
Track-n-Field Championships to the University of Minnesota, which should be the setting for
this event. Engineering retractable seating, similar inconcept to the seating in right field at
the HHH Metrodome, to accommodate a track-n-field usage would make TCF Gopher Sta-
dium a true multiple-purpose facility which could attr act the world.

| ask for your consideration of this dimension as itsexistence is central to any application to
host the Summer Olympic Games in the Twin Cities. | laok forward to working with your ad-
ministration as well as the leaders of both the State Hose and Senate and the mayors of both
Minneapolis and St. Paul during this journey.
