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Overview 

This bill appropriates $500,000 per year to the University of Minnesota for its Robert J. 

Jones Urban Research and Outreach-Engagement Center (UROC).  UROC is located in 

North Minneapolis and focuses on that community.  Half of the funds per year are 

dedicated to research, outreach, and creating admission paths for targeted groups.  The 

bill places additional requirements on research and outreach undertaken with these 

funds. 
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
