Overview
H.F. 2214 appropriates S2 million per year for grants to Black Men Teach Twin
Cities to increase the number of Black men in Minnesota’s teaching profession.
Black Men Teach may use the grants for scholarships for aspiring teachers;
student teacher stipends; mentoring activities; professional development, with an
emphasis on early literacy training; and stipends for housing for teachers to live
closer to the schools where they work.
The 2021 K12 omnibus education bill included a onetime grant of $750,000 to
Black Men Teach Twin Cities for the 2022-2023 biennium.
