• Need to increase & diversify tax base. 
Approximately 28% of property in St. Joseph is 
tax exempt due to being home to the College of 
St. Benedict. 

• Access to major corridors, including Highway 
75 & Interstate 94 connecting it to the region & 
beyond attracts industry. 

 
The City of St. Joseph Sewer Main Improvements will help to increase economic development, 
increase tax base and meet the demands of workforce needs as part of the St. Cloud Region.
