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Overview

This bill sets the MA reimbursement rate for COVID-19 vaccinations at the
Medicare rate, for duration of the federal public health emergency.

Summary

Section Description

1 Increase in MA reimbursement rate for COVID-19 vaccination administration.

(a) Sets the MA reimbursement rate for administering the COVID-19 vaccination at
the Medicare rate for health care professionals who administer a COVID-19 vaccine
approved by the Food and Drug Administration, including through emergency use
authorization, to MA enrollees.

(b) States that the section expires the last day of the first quarter that begins at least
one year after the last day of the federal public health emergency.

Provides that the section is effective April 1, 2021, or upon federal approval,
whichever is later.
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
